General power tool safety warnings

WARNING Read all safety warn-
A ings and all instructions. Failure to

follow the warnings and instructions
may result in electric shock, fire and/or seri-
ous injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for fu-

ture reference.

Workplace safety

» Keep your work area clean and well lit.
Clutter or unlit areas of the workplace can
lead to accidents.

» Do not use this power tool in an explosive
environment containing flammable liquids,
flammable gases or dust. Power tools gen-
erate sparks which may ignite the dust or
fumes.

» Keep children and bystanders away from
your work area while using power tools.
Distractions can cause you to lose control
of the power tool.

Electrical safety

» The plug of the power tool must match the
socket. Do not modify the plug in any way.
Do not use power tool adapter plugs with
protective earth. Unmodified plugs and
suitable socket outlets reduce the risk of
electric shock.

» Avoid body contact with grounded surfaces
such as pipes, heating elements, stoves
and refrigerators. Grounding your body
increases the risk of electric shock.

» Protect power tools from rain and mois-
ture. Water entering a power tool increas-
es the risk of electric shock.

» Do not use the cord for purposes other
than intended, such as transporting or
hanging a power tool, or pulling the plug
from a socket outlet. Protect cord from
heat, oil, sharp edges, or moving parts of
power tools. A damaged or entangled cord
increases the risk of electric shock.

» When working with power tools outdoors,
use suitable extension cords. Use of an
outdoor-suitable extension cable reduces
the risk of electric shock.

» If the use of the power tool in a damp en-
vironment cannot be avoided, connect the
power tool via a residual current device.
The use of a residual current device reduc-
es the risk of electrical shock.

People safety

» Stay alert, watch what you are doing and
use the power tool wisely. Do not use pow-
er tools when you are tired or under the
influence of drugs, alcohol or medication.
One moment of inattention while operating
a power tool can result in serious injury.

» Wear personal protective equipment and
always wear safety goggles. The use of
personal protective equipment such as a
face shield, non-slip shoes, a hard hat or
hearing protection, depending on the type
of power tool operation, reduces the risk of
injury.

» Prevent the power tool from being
switched on unintentionally. Before con-
necting the power tool to the power supply
and/or battery, make sure that the power
tool is switched off. Holding your finger on
the switch while transporting and plugging
in the power tool while it is on can cause
an accident.

» Remove the setting tool or wrenches be-
fore switching on the power tool. A tool or
wrench placed in a rotating part of a power
tool can cause injury.

» Do not assume an unnatural body position.
Always take a stable position and keep
your balance. This gives you better control
of the power tool in unexpected situations.

» Wear suitable work clothes. Do not wear
loose clothing or jewelry. Keep hair, cloth-
ing and gloves away from moving parts.
Loose clothes, jewelry or long hair can be
caught in rotating parts.

» If it is possible to install dust extractors and
dust collectors, check their connection and
correct use. The use of a vacuum cleaner
can reduce the danger posed by dust.

» » Good knowledge of power tools, gained
as a result of their frequent use, should not
lead to self-confidence and disregard for
safe handling of power tools. One careless
action in a fraction of a second can result
in serious injury.

» ATTENTION! In the event of an interrup-
tion in the operation of the power tool due
to a complete or partial interruption of the
power supply or power control circuit is
damaged, turn the switch to the off posi-
tion, making sure it is not locked (if any).
Disconnect the mains plug from the socket
or remove the removable battery. This pre-
vents an uncontrolled restart.

» Qualified personnel in accordance with this
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manual means persons who are familiar
with the adjustment, installation, commis-
sioning and maintenance of power tools.

» Only persons over 18 years of age who
have read the technical description, op-
erating instructions and safety rules are
allowed to work with power tools.

» This heat gun is not intended for use by
children or persons with physical, sen-
sory or mental limitations or a lack of
experience or knowledge. This heat gun
can be used by children aged 8 or older
and by persons who have physical,-
sensory or mental limitations or a lack
of experience or knowledge if a person
responsible for their safety supervises
them or has instructed them in the safe
operation of the heat gun and they un-
derstand the associated dangers.Other-
wise there is a risk of operating errors and
injury.

» Supervise children during use,cleaning
and maintenance. This will ensure that
children do not play with the heat gun.

Power tool use and handling

» Do not overload the power tool. Use the
power tool intended for this purpose for
your work. With the right power tool, you
work better and more reliably in the speci-
fied power range.

» Do not operate the power tool if the switch
is defective. A power tool that cannot be
turned on or off is dangerous and must be
repaired.

» Before setting up the power tool, chang-
ing accessories or storing the power tool,
unplug the mains plug and/or remove the
battery if possible. This precaution pre-
vents the power tool from being switched
on unintentionally.

» Keep power tools out of the reach of
children. Do not allow anyone who is not
familiar with it or who has not read these
instructions to use the power tool. Power
tools are dangerous in the hands of inex-
perienced persons.

» Take good care of your power tool. Check
the function and running of the moving
parts of the power tool for perfect function,
for breakage or damage that would impair
the function of the power tool. Damaged
parts must be repaired before using the
power tool. Poor maintenance of power
tools is the cause of a large number of ac-
cidents.

Keep cutting tools sharp and clean. Care-
fully maintained cutting tools with sharp
cutting edges jammed and easier to drive.

Use power tools, accessories, work tools,
etc. in accordance with these instructions.
Consider the working conditions and the
work to be done. Use of power tools for
unintended work can lead to dangerous
situations.

Keep handles and gripping surfaces dry
and clean and free from oil or grease. Slip-
pery handles and gripping surfaces pre-
vent safe handling of the tool and prevent
reliable control in unforeseen situations.

Heat gun safety instructions

Handle the power tool with care.The
power tool produces intense heat which
increases the risk of fire and explosion.
Take particular care when working in
the vicinity of flammable materials. The
hot airflow or hot nozzle may ignite dust or
gases.

Do not work with the power tool in po-
tentially explosive areas.

Do not aim the hot airflow at the same
area for prolonged periods. Working with
plastic, paint, varnish or similar materials
may produce easily flammable gases.
Please be aware that heat is directed
to covered flammable materials, which
may ignite.

Safely place the power tool on the stor-
age surfaces after use and let it cool
completely before packing it away. The
hot nozzle can cause damage.

Do not leave the switched-on power
tool unattended.

Keep your work area well-ventilat-

aﬂ} ed. The gas and steam produced

during work are often harmful to one’s

health.

Wear protective gloves and do not
touch the nozzle while it is hot. There is
a risk of burns.

Do not direct the airflow at persons or
animals.

Do not use the power tool as a hair
dryer. The outgoing airflow is considerably
hotter than that that of a hair dryer.

Do not allow foreign objects to enter
the power tool.

The distance between the nozzle and
the workpiece depends on the material
you are working on (metal, plastic, etc.)
and the intended working method. Al-
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ways test the amount of air and tempera-
ture first.

Operation

Starting operation

» Pay attention to the mains voltage. The
voltage of the power source must match
the voltage specified on the rating plate of
the power tool.

Switching On

Turn on the tool by setting the switch to one of

the following positions:

1.Position - flow rate 250I/min, flow tempera-

ture 50 C ;

2.Position - flow rate 350l/min, flow tempera-

ture 50-600 C ;

3.Position - flow rate 500l/min, flow tempera-

ture 50-600 C .

Determine the correct temperature on an in-

conspicuous part of the workpiece. Start at a

low temperature. The temperature decreases

as the distance between the workpiece and

the air outlet/tip increases, the required tem-

perature depends on the material being pro-

cessed.

Thermal protection shutdown: If the power

tool overheats(e.g. due to a build-up of air),

the heating system will automatically switch

off, though the blower will continue to run.

Once the power tool has cooled back down to

its operating temperature, the heating system

will automatically switch on again.

Switching Off

To turn off the hair dryer, turn the switch to

position 0.

Temperature control

When switching to modes Il and lll, the tem-

perature is adjusted by rotating dial 4.

The numbers printed on the disk indicate the

level of the set temperature - a larger number

corresponds to a higher temperature from

the set range. The numbers indicate only the

position of the control dial and do not reflect

the temperature of the outlet air expressed in

degrees.

When the maximum temperature is reached,

the heater will turn off automatically. When it

cools down below the set temperature, it will

turn on again.

Determine the correct temperature on an in-

conspicuous part of the workpiece. Start at a

low temperature. The temperature decreases
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as the distance between the workpiece and

the air outlet/tip increases, the required tem-

perature depends on the material being pro-
cessed.

» After working at high temperatures for
a prolonged period, let the power tool
cool down before switching it off. To do
this, allow it to run on the lowest tem-
perature setting for a short while.

ATTENTION! Before turning off, let the hair

dryer run in the “I” mode for 1-2 minutes.

Directions for use

» Before any manipulation pull out with a
power tool plug from the socket.

Note: Do not close the nozzle too far close to

the workpiece. Who-the low pressure of the

air flow can cause the power tool to overheat.

Removing thermal protection (if any)

When working in particularly narrow spaces,

turn that you can dismantle the thermal pro-

tection.

» Beware of the hot nozzle! At operation
without thermal protection occurs in-
creased risk of burns.

To remove or put on thermal protection, yo

turn on the power tool and let it cool down.

For faster cooling of electrical tool, let it run

for a short some time on the lowest configur-

able temperature.

Setting down the power tool

Set the power tool down on the storage sur-

faces to leave it to cool down or to keep both

hands free to work with.

» Take particular care when working in
the vicinity of the power tool while it
has been set aside. The heat from the
nozzle or the air flow can cause burns.

Position the power tool on an even, stable

surface. Ensure that it cannot tip over. Secure

the cable outside of your working area so that
it cannot pull the power tool down or cause it
to flip over.

Switch the power tool off when not in use for a

long period and pull the mains plug out of the

socket.

Example applications (see figures A-C)

Images of example applications can be found

on the graphics pages.

The distance between the nozzle and the

workpiece depends on the material you are

working on (metal, plastic etc.) and the intend-
ed working method.

The optimum temperature for each application

can be determined by a practical test.

Always test the amount of air and temperature

first. Start at a greater distance and a lower

power setting. Then adjust the distance and

power setting according to requirements.

If you are unsure what material you are work-

ing on or what effect the hot air might have on

it, first test the effect on a concealed area.

All example applications apart from “Stripping

paint from window frames” can be carried out

without the use of accessories.

However, using the recommended accesso-

ries will simplify the work and considerably

increase the quality of the result.

» Take care when changing the nozzle.
Do not touch the nozzle while it is hot.
Leave the power tool to cool down be-
fore changing the nozzle, and wear pro-
tective gloves when doing so. The heat
from the nozzle can cause burns.

To make the power tool cool down quicker,

you can also let it run briefly on its lowest

temperature setting.

Removing varnish/loosening adhesives(-

see figure A)

Fit the surface nozzle(accessory). Briefly sof-

ten the varnish with hot air and remove it with

a clean spatula. Long heat exposure burns

the varnish and makes removal more difficult.

Many adhesives can be softened using heat.

By heating adhesives,you can break connec-

tions or remove excess adhesive.

Stripping paint from window frames (see

figure B)

» The glass protection nozzle(accessory)
must be used for this application. There
is a risk that the glass may break.

You can remove the paint from profiled sur-

faces with a suitable spatula and brush it off

with a soft wire brush.

Thawing frozen water pipes (see figure C)

» Before applying heat to the pipe, check
it is in fact a water pipe. Water pipes
and gas pipes often look identical from the
outside. Gas pipes must under no circum-
stances be heated.

Fit the angle nozzle(accessory). Gradually

heat the frozen points of the pipe, starting at

the outlet and moving back towards the inlet.

Take great care when warming plastic pipes

and pipe connections to avoid causing dam-

age.

Maintenance and Service

Maintenance and Cleaning

» Pull the plug out of the socket before car-
rying out any work on the power tool.

» To ensure safe and efficient operation,
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always keep the power tool and the venti-
lation slots clean.
In order to avoid safety hazards, if the power
supply cord needs to be replaced, this must
be done by P.L.T. or by an after-sales service
centre that is authorised to repair P.I.T. power
tools.

Service
» Have your power tool repaired only by
qualified personnel using original spare
parts. This ensures the safety of the power
tool.

Storage and transportation
Before storing, let the nozzle builddryer cool
down to room temperature ratura. Keep the
instrument closed rooms with natural ventila-
tion in package at air temperature from 0°C
up to +50°C and air humidity not more than
80%.
You can transport products any kind of closed
transport in manufacturer’s packaging or with-
out it, with preservation of the product from
mechanical damage, precipitation.

TERMS OF WARRANTY SERVICE

To customers (users) of warranty service:

1. This warranty certificate is the only docu-
ment that confirms your right to free warranty
service. If this proof is not presented, no
claims will be accepted. Warranty certifi cates
cannot be recovered if lost or damaged.

2. It is required to provide a valid and legal

document for purchasing the product. The
document must have the name or seal of the
sales company; at the same time, state the
full model name of the purchased P.I.T. prod-
uct, the serial number on the nameplate of the
fuselage, and the date of purchase, and the
required warranty. The whole machine and its
accessories.

The warranty period:

1. The warranty period of the product is
12months from the date of sale. During the
warranty period, the service department
will eliminate manufacturing defects free of
charge and replace the parts that fail due to
the manufacturer’s fault. In warranty repair, an
equivalent operable product is not provided.
Replaceable parts become the property of the
service provider.

2. The wear degree on the diameter of the
motor rotor commutator is less than 0.4 mm
(except for brushless motor tools), and the
internal damage caused by the quality of the
tool belongs to the warranty.

The following situations occur during the
warranty period, which is not covered by the
warranty:

1. In the absence of any valid legal documents
(invoices) such as warranty certificates

and warranty cards to prove the date of
purchase.

2.Damage caused by natural wear and
overload. (For example, motor rotor and stator
failure caused by overload, scorching or
melting of the primary winding of the welding
machine transformer, charging or starting the
charging device, melting of internal parts,
burning of electronic circuit boards, etc.)
3.The casing and power cord are
mechanically damaged, as well as damage
caused by corrosive media and high and low
temperature, foreign objects entering the
ventilation network of the motor, and damage
caused by improper storage (corrosion of
metal parts);

4. Damage caused by improper carrying,
transportation and storage by users.

5. Products that are opened, repaired,
replaced or modified by users themselves.

6. Any damage caused by indiscriminate use,
beyond the scope of use of the tool, and
not in accordance with the instructions for
use and maintenance. (see chapter “Safety
Precautions” in the manual);

7. The damage caused by the following
situations is not guaranteed due to improper
use
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and non-quality problems:

(1) When the power tool is running at high
speed, use the braking device to forcibly stop
the rotation.

(2) Excessive pressure is applied to the tool
during the use of the tool.

(3) Use the tool outside the scope of its
purpose and capabilities.

(4) Damage caused by the tool working in
a dusty environment for a long time without
timely maintenance of the tool.

(5) Change the rotation direction of the work
head before the tool stops completely.

(6) Shock the battery or charger and replace
the plug of the charger without permission,
causing damage to the battery or charger.

(7) Damage caused by two-stroke gasoline
tools not being fueled in the correct
proportions.

The warranty does not include:

1. Replacement of accessories (accessories
and components) such as batteries, discs,
blades, drills, drills, chucks, chains, sprockets,
collet clamps, guide rails, tension and
fastening elements, dresser heads, grinders
And belt sander base machine, hexagonal
head, etc,;

2. Wearing parts, such as: carbon brushes,
transmission belts, seals, protective covers,
guide rollers, guide rails, rubber seals,
bearings, toothed belts and wheels, shanks,
brake belts, starter ratchets and ropes, piston
rings Wait.
